In 1931, Jesus appeared to Sister Faustina Kowalska. In this vision of Jesus, she saw rays
of light coming from His garments. He asked her to have a picture made of this vision, with these

 words on it: “Jesus, I trust You”. This she did, and this picture is now called “The Divine

Mercy”. Jesus also asked that the Sunday after Easter, be designated as Divine Mercy Sunday.

After her death, her holiness was verified by miracles, so she was at first declared “Blessed”, and then just recently
was canonized and officially declared by the Church as a Saint, so she is now Saint Faustina. And further, the late
Pope John Paul II officially designated the 2nd Sunday of Easter, which is today, as “Divine Mercy Sunday”.
It is a devotion that was strongly advocated by the late Pope John Paul II.
