                 Flu Season Concerns 
 This past week, we received a reminder from Bishop Zubik that we are to be vigilant during the flu        
season, especially this year with the potential spread of the “Swine Flu” virus.  Parishioners are to use 
“common sense” with regards to hygienic practices.  Some of these common sense practices are:               
Have clean handkerchiefs and tissues with them; put them away for proper disposal afterwards (Do not leave 
them in the pew or hymnal rack); if you are sick or have a cold or cough, you may want to refrain from 
drinking from the cup;  if you are sick or have been exposed to the flu, you are not bound by any obligation 
to attend Mass.  Another issue:  for those of you who still choose to receive communion on the tongue, 
maybe you should consider refraining from this practice during the flu season out of consideration for the 
priest and the eucharistic minister and the person receiving behind you, since on many occasions we come   
in contact with your tongue and there is a high risk of passing it on to those who will receive after you.
