The Church designates the month of November as
a month during which we should remember in prayer
those who have died - those in our own families, in our
own parish, and all the souls in purgatory.

Again this year we will have a “Book of Remem-
brance” into which we invite you to write names of
your loved ones, as many as you wish. This book is on
a lectern inside the church entrance and you have
until the end of the month to enter names into it.
Then during the entire month of November, this book
will be prominently displayed in the Sanctuary, and
those whose names are recorded will be especially
remembered at every Mass offered during the month
of November.
