Heaven, need to be further purified from the effects of their sins, which leads to our belief in Purgatory.          
In the Liturgy, the Church prays for all our beloved deceased at every Mass.  And we are encouraged to             
privately pray for the dead throughout the year, but especially during the month of November.  God will            
allocate the benefits of our prayers to those who are in need of them.  May our beloved deceased be embraced 
by the Heavenly Father in the loving ecstasy and the joy of Heaven.
