               Second Collection Next Sunday—Retirement Fund for Religious 
 Next weekend’s (November 21st/22nd) second collection will be the annual collection for Retired      
Religious.  The title of this collection is a misnomer.  Religious men and women don’t actually retire.               
At a certain age, a compensated ministry ends.  Compensation that was paid directly to the religious 
community, rather than to the individual, is no longer available.  Therefore, they must seek another 
compensated or volunteer ministry.  Contemplative religious never retire from prayer. 

 Now in its 22nd year, this appeal was established to address unfunded “retirement” liability.   
Catholic faithful have given more than $460 million to this appeal.  However, this amount is less than        
one-half of the cost of care that elderly women and men religious needed last year alone.  Religious commu-
nities are doing all that can, and they are reliant upon God’s providence and the compassion of others. 
 The lives of women and men religious are a powerful reflection on discipleship.  They have dedicated 
themselves to bringing joy to others, comforting those who mourn, ministering to the sick and to            
prisoners, helping to heal the broken hearted and much more.  They face numerous financial challenges, 
yet they continue to the live lives of hope, giving thanks in all circumstances.
