THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD

Prayer features prominently in the Gospel according to Luke, as in the parable
of the unjust judge. Told “about their need to pray always and not to lose heart’
it concludes: “Will not God grant justice to His chosen who cry to Him day and
night?” Pray, our Lord says. At key moments, we see Jesus Himself praying.
He retreats to the wilderness to pray; He spends an entire night in prayer. The ﬁrst

- time He is recorded as praying is after receiving John’s baptism. Praying for &

what? Consider His later remark: “If you then, who are evil, know how to give
good gifts to your children, how much more will the heavenly Father give the Holy
Spirit to those who ask Him?” To those who pray, the Spirit will be given. Even

with Jesus there is a correlation between earnest prayer and the gift of the Spirit. All the more is prayer
the means by which we share God’s life already in this world and prepare to share it fully in the next.

When I pray, am I praying for the right things? Am I praying for the Spirit to be present in my life?
