                     Parish Share Campaign 2010 
 As the time of Lent approaches, Catholics everywhere become increasingly focused on the gospel, what       
it means to live as Christ taught us to live, what it means to be true disciples.  Prayer and fasting are two of 
the traditional ways in which we reaffirm our Christian purpose.  Sharing what we have with our brothers 
and sisters is perhaps our most tangible demonstration of faith, of living Christ’s word of the “Good News”. 

 The Parish Share Program allows us to express our solidarity with each other, with our parish and with the 
Diocese.  The contributions from this program support the bishop’s ministry and all of the diocesan programs 
that one parish alone could not possibly do.  Among the ministries and programs that Parish Share income    
supports is the seminary program; for example, the vocation office and needed ministries.    

 The diocesan-wide Parish Share Campaign begins on Sunday, February 14th. The Parish of St. Agnes 
did meet the Parish Share Goal of 2009, $25,546.  St. Agnes’ new assessed P.S.P. Goal for 2010 is $24,367.   
The Parish of Holy Trinity did meet the Parish Share Goal of 2009, $24,285.  Holy Trinity’s new assessed 
P.S.P. Goal for 2010 is $24,875.  Your faithful concern and contributions in the Parish Share speaks well of 
your blessed stewardship.  As in the past years, we are asking each envelope user to pledge $100 for the year or 
$10 month. On the first Sunday of each month, the second collection will be for our Parish Share Campaign. 

 The stewardship message which we share here within our faith communities is that throughout the year,    
we will respond with a faithful generosity to our annual Parish Share Program.  “Together—both our Parishes 
and the Diocese as a whole—can accomplish what we cannot do separately.  A successful Parish Share          
collection allows the Diocese to function not only in service in our parishes, but also to the 211 other parishes.  
Let us be mindful that our parishes benefit from the overage if our goal is exceeded, especially in these                
challenging times when we hear the story of all the good works and support agencies that these funds are      
making possible.
