




  

Do Something Extra During Lent—Attend a Daily Mass….As Catholics we have a serious obliga-
tion to attend a Mass on Sundays and Holy Days.  But as you notice in our weekly bulletin, a daily Mass 
is also offered at St. Agnes and Holy Trinity—a blessed opportunity and a luxury that we may not have in 
the future if the shortage of priests continue to mount. Through the year we have a small number of parish-
ioners who attend this daily Mass, but the number can be greater, and in particular, during this season of 
Lent.  The morning Masses at St. Agnes and Holy Trinity are as scheduled in the bulletin.  But please 
note that on Wednesdays and Fridays, Holy Trinity has scheduled a Mass at 11:00 a.m. followed by Sta-
tions of the Cross.  Attending a weekday Mass is a beautiful way to begin your day and to receive our 
Lord in Holy Communion not just on Sunday, but more often during this gifted Season of Lent!  May 
we be ever mindful that in the Eucharistic Celebration, we place ourselves in the presence of the Lord to 
hear the “Good News” & to receive His very own Body and Blood to strengthen us in our daily endeavors.

Wednesdays and Fridays at 11:00 a.m. immediately followed by Stations of the Cross after the Masses. 

STATIONS OF THE CROSS:  St. Agnes: Fridays-2:00 p.m. (School Children); 7:00 p.m. for the Parish.    
Holy Trinity:  Wednesdays and Fridays after the 11:00 a.m. Masses. 

CONFESSIONS:  St. Agnes: Every Saturday at 5:30 p.m., before the 6:00 p.m. Mass.  Holy Trinity: 
every Saturday at 3:30 p.m. before the 4:00 p.m. Mass.     LENTEN PENANCE SERVICES ARE SCHEDULED: 
Holy Trinity:  Tuesday, March 23rd, 7:00 p.m.;   St. Agnes:  Wednesday, March 31st, 7:00 p.m. 

EASTER DUTY - EASTER PRIVILEGE - Given that the Eucharist is the focal point of all our                
worship, the Church asks that Catholics receive the Sacrament frequently, and, at the very minimum, 
once a year during the time of Easter (between the First Sunday of Lent and Trinity Sunday).  For 2010, 
that would be between February 21st and May 30th.  We still use the expression “making our Easter 
Duty.”  It would be much better to think in terms of “Easter Privilege”.  For most people, Easter Duty 
includes “going to confession.” but if a person is free of serious sin, there is no need to receive the                
Sacrament of Penance. Whatever your situation, this reminder of Easter Duty is offered—Parish               
Penance Services:  Holy Trinity: March 23rd and St. Agnes: Wednesday of Holy Week, 7:00 p.m.  

ST. AGNES SPECIAL WEDNESDAY EVENING MASSES - Throughout the              
season of Lent, every Wednesday evening a special mass will be celebrated by a           
visiting celebrant and homilist.  This Wednesday, February 24th, 7:00 p.m.,              
Father Thomas Burke, Pastor of Good Shepherd Parish, Braddock, will be                  
our guest preacher and the theme for our Lenten services will be, “Christ Crucified.”

        Parish Share Campaign,  2010

know, is the way that our Bishop obtains funds from 
the parishes to run various diocesan programs that 
benefit the entire diocese.  He does this with a “tax” 
on our ordinary income, at a rate of 17.6%.  But         
instead of taking this amount directly out of our            
parish income, each parish is asked to “raise” that 
amount from parishioners, in addition to their           
ordinary contributions.  St. Agnes assessed 2010 
PSP goal is $24,367.00.  Holy Trinity assessed 2010
