Edward Litavec, will conduct the Liturgy with the 
theme being, “I Walk With the Crucified Lord.”  The visiting priests will be with us 
throughout the season of Lent. —And then on Wednesday of Holy Week, March 31st,                
a Penance Service will be held at 7:00 p.m.   Fr. Angelus Shaughnessy, O.F.M., cap,            

will be the presiding homilist and help in the preparation for the Penance Service.  Also, Fr. Angelus will 
conduct a Mini-Retreat in preparation for the Triduum of Holy Week.  It will begin at the Palm Sunday 
Masses and continue through Monday and Tuesday of Holy Week and conclude with the Penance Service 
of Wednesday. At the various services each morning and evening, homilies will be given for this Holy 
Week Retreat.   Further details will be forthcoming in our bulletins.  

 On Wednesday, March 17th, Fr. Litavec will conduct a Day of Recollection at Holy Trinity Parish 
beginning at 9:00 a.m. and continuing throughout the morning with a luncheon to conclude this day.  
Enclosed is a reservation form for this day. We need to have a clear count so our Apostolic                
Committee can prepare properly for the “day”. —Prayerfully, we do hope that each and every                
parishioner will take the opportunity to deepen their spiritual life and more willingly testify to the            
Lord Jesus in their lives by attending the various Liturgical activities.
