                                                   Feast of St. Joseph Celebrated on Friday 
 Saint Joseph was chosen by God to be the Foster-Father of Jesus and the Husband of 
Mary, who herself was chosen by God to bear and bring forth the Son of God in human form.  
Joseph was honored on March 19th since the end of the 10th century; declared the Patron of the 
Universal Church in 1870 by Pope Pius IX and Guardian of the Redeemer in 1989 by Pope 
John Paul II; patron of workers and carpenters; also of Austria, Belgium, Bohemia, Canada, 
Mexico, Peru and (south) Vietnam; mentioned in the Roman Canon.  As we celebrate his feast 
on Friday, March 19th, we pray, “St. Joseph, pray for us and intercede for our Faith Communities.”
